What do you do when an iron bolt 
slides shut, imprisoning you in difficult circumstances?  How do you 
survive?   
   Jehovah-Shammah is found in the last verse of Ezekiel.  There it is 
used in reference to the earthly Jerusalem, the city which the Lord 
Jesus Christ will inhabit when He returns to earth to reign as King of 
Kings and Lord of Lords.  The Hebrew word shammah simply means 
“there”.   
   Remember, in Biblical times a name usually described the charac-
ter of the one who bore it.  Therefore, when God named this city 
Jehovah-shammah, He was assuring His people that He, Jehovah 
would be there.  Oh, what a message of encouragement this was to 
those in captivity!  It assured them of a future and gave them hope.         
   We need a future and a hope!  For the most part, our world lives 
for today.  “Give it to me now!’  The future seems too uncertain, so 
hopeless to most people that they have lost their vision.  Most live 
only for their immediate happiness.  “Where there is no vision, the 
people perish”. (Proverbs 29:18).   
   Most Christians live this way.  They have lost sight of the blessed 
hope, the glory of being absent from the body and at home with the 
Lord.  They do not look to the time when they will reign with Jesus 
on earth (Daniel 7:27).  The have lost their will to fight because they 
have forgotten that their “Citizenship is in heaven” (Philippians

     His Birth in History. “…that Holy One 
who is to be born will be called the Son of 
God (Luke 1:35). Jesus Christ was born into 
this world, not from it. He did not emerge out 
of history; He came into history from the out-
side.
